The horses had to be hardy and easy to keep, and when the day’s work was done, the 

beautiful Gypsy Vanner had to be gentle and docile enough for Gypsy children to ride. Today the Gypsy 
Vanner remains a symbol of status and a source of great pride among the Romany Gypsies.
